Fairfax Water offers a variety of assistance to northern Virginia
students pursuing science fair projects related to drinking water.
Students can contact Fairfax Water with general questions
regarding the drinking water treatment process and water quality
as well as to provide assistance with experiments.

For students wishing a more hands-on experience, opportunities
are available to work in our water quality lab with a trained
analyst. A maximum of 10 internships are available each
semester and selection is based on the following:

e All applications will be processed on a first-come first-served basis.
e Project proposals must be related to drinking water and must be original.
e Projects with due dates of less than three weeks from the original contact will not be considered.

Interested students should first contact the Fairfax Water Student Project Coordinator at 703-289-

a Student Project Program Application must be completed and submitted within five business days

after the initial consultation with the coordinator.
